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 “Battle of the Classics”
Greece vs. Rome
Which was the better civilization?  Which one had more impact on the way our society is today? What were their great achievements?  Were they considered an advanced civilization?  What was it like to live back then?  How was society run?  What caused their decline?  These questions and many more will be answered as you and your group explain to others what it meant to be Roman or Greek
A Day in the Life
The entire class will recreate a day in the life of a Roman and Greek citizen.  Each group will be given a topic:  Architecture, Culture, Government, Science, Technology & Art, Empire Builders and Time Travelers and will be required to research their topic and the significance to the Greek and Roman civilization.  Then a presentation will be given to the class reporting all of their findings.  Visuals will be a requirement for presentation (posters, graphs, pamphlets, etc.)  At the conclusion of the presentation, the class will be required to write a comparative timed essay on which civilization they feel was more advanced and why.  
Topic Objectives

Architecture:  Identify past and present examples of architecture that demonstrates an artistic ideal or visual principle from ancient Greece & Rome.  Part of your group will pretend they are architects in Ancient Greece while the other half will represent Ancient Rome.  You must choose one building from each civilization and pretend you are the original architects.  You will make a presentation to the class (using power point, prezi, iMovie, etc) on why we should allow you to build this structure, what it will be used for and what it will look like.  Like any architect, you must have for us a drawing (blue print) of what your structure will look like.  In order to get us to agree, you must sell us on the idea of why would we need this, what are the benefits, how will it help us.  Bonus points will be awarded if a scale model is made of each structure.
Culture:  Describe the geographic influences on the development of Greece and Rome and summarize the fundamental ideas and institutions of Western Civilization that originated in ancient Rome.  Basically describe to us a day in the life of a Greek and Roman citizen.  What they wore, what they ate, what they did, what they believed in, how they interacted socially.  Take 1 person from 3 different classes of society from both civilizations (6 total people) and describe to us what their lives were like.  Using a presentation program (Prezi, iMovie, power point, etc)  walk us through a day in their shoes, complete with pictures of where they lived, where they worked, and where they gathered to share ideas with others.  But here is the twist…you must become your people.  Which means…dress the part! Come to classed dressed in ancient attire.  Bonus points will be awarded if you bring in samples of what they ate.
Government:  Define and give examples of different political systems in Ancient Greece (monarchy, democracy, aristocracy, tyranny, and oligarchy).  Come up with a creative way to present the information (television show, catchy jingle, etc.)  Topics that must be addressed are leaders, beliefs and methods of governing.  Bonus points will be given if you dress up and video tape your project.   
Science & Technology and Art:  Identify new idea in mathematics, science, technology and art that occurred during the ancient Roman and Grecian civilizations and trace the spread of these ideas to other civilizations and assess their significance today.  Present to class (Prezi, iMovie, power point, etc)    Give at least one example in mathematics, science, technology, and art and explain what the idea was, whose idea was it, what the impact was at the time, how the idea spread, and what role this idea has in society today.  Your presentation must address all issues and have pictures, diagrams, or charts included.  Bonus points will be given for recreating a work of art and presenting it to the class (sculpture, painting, etc).
Empire Builders:  Trace the rise and fall of the Roman Empire by examining the men that created the vast and powerful empire.  Research the rise and fall of Rome through 5 of its emperors.  Answer these questions in a power point presentation:  Who were they, when did they rule, what brought them into power, what led to their demise, and what major impact did their rule have on the success of the Roman Empire?  Your presentation (Prezi, iMovie, power point, etc)   should answer these questions as well as provide us an insight as to who these men were (any extra bit of information you found interesting).  Include a picture of each emperor.  Bonus points will be given if you dress up like the emperor and present your findings in the first person (become the emperor).
Time Travelers Tour Group:  Identify past examples of architecture that demonstrates an artistic ideal or visual principle from ancient Rome and Greece.  Take the class on a tour of Rome & Greece (ancient day).  Research eight historical sites in Rome (4) and (4) in Greece and take us back to the day when Rome and Greece were at its height (you must choose a different building than the architects group).  What purpose did this place serve?  What did it look like back then?  Who was allowed to visit?  Create a presentation (Prezi, iMovie, power point, etc)   that answers these questions for the class.  Any good tour guide is going to know all the “hidden stories” of the site, so try to find one story or little know fact about 4 of the 8 places you are taking us to visit.  Bonus point will be given if you recreate or build a model of one of the places that we will be visiting.  
Grading Procedure
There will be 3 parts to your grade:

1. A group grade, which we be the same for everyone in the group.  You must meet all criteria required for your topic in order to receive full credit (60%)

2. Participation Grade-20% of your grade will be from the grade I assign you for your participation during research days in class.  If you are not working and helping out your group, then your grade will reflect that.  You will have 5 days in class and a grade will be assigned for your participation each day.  Your final grade for this portion of the project will be an average of those 5 days.  
3. Group evaluation-20% of your grade will be from the grade that your group members assign you for your effort in the completion of the project.  Every grade given will have to be justified through written documentation of each group member’s contribution. 

Project is due:
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
